The Department of Law at the United States Air Force Academy in Colorado Springs, CO is seeking applications for a visiting professor position for academic year 2006-2007.  The period of assignment will be from July to May.  The Air Force Academy is an undergraduate institution awarding the B.S. degree.  The Law Department is composed of 18 military and civilian attorneys who teach a core law course and 15 elective courses as part of the Legal Studies major within the Social Science Division. Elective courses include: legal research and writing, business law, law and literature, criminal law, constitutional law, environmental law, national security law, law and economics, war crimes, and the law of armed conflict. Duties may include: teaching upper-level legal studies courses in areas of the appointee's expertise; supporting cadet and faculty research and cadet independent study; faculty development; and advising the Department Head on academic and related matters.  The Academy is a unique institution where all faculty are expected to be present for the entire duty day.  No private business consulting during duty hours is authorized.  Visiting faculty and the Department Head will develop a mutually agreeable teaching and research schedule.  

Visiting faculty will be hired pursuant to the Intergovernmental Personnel Act, and will continue to receive their salary from the sending institution of higher education or government agency.  This is available for U.S. citizens only.  The Air Force Academy will reimburse the university or government agency for salary and employer's contribution to benefits such as health and life insurance, retirement, and social security.  Visiting faculty will earn approximately 17 days of annual leave and 11 days of sick leave. Limited government quarters are available for rent on the Academy grounds to visiting faculty with dependents.

Applications must be received by the Academy's Department of Law by 30 September 2005.  Applications should contain a curriculum vitae and a statement of expected benefits to both the faculty member and the Academy's Department of Law.
