OATH OF OFFICE (exact wording for commissioning)

I, (state your full name), having been appointed a Second Lieutenant, United States Air Force, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support and defend the Constitution of the United States against all enemies, foreign and domestic; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same; that I take this obligation freely, without any mental reservation or purpose of evasion; and that I will well and faithfuly discharge the duties of the office upon which I am about to enter, so help me God.
WHO CAN CONDUCT THE SWEARING-IN CEREMONY?

 “Persons being appointed or commissioned in the Air Force may take the oath before a:  civil official authorized by law to administer oaths; commissioned officer of any component of any Armed Force of the United States (includes Reserve components), whether on active duty or retired.  (This includes commissioned warrant officers of the Army, Navy, Marine Corps and Coast Guard.)  Warrant officer serving on active duty as an adjutant, assistant adjutant, acting adjutant, or personnel adjutant of a command.”  A notary public can administer the oath of office; however, the notary has to be authorized to administer an oath in the place it is taken (i.e., a Colorado notary can administer an oath in CO, but a NJ notary cannot).  A retired officer conducting the ceremony does NOT have to be in uniform.

AEROSPACE EXPEDITIONARY FORCE (AEF)
As outlined in Air Force Instruction 10-400, the Aerospace Expeditionary Force (AEF) concept is how the Air Force organizes, trains, equips and sustains itself by creating a mindset and cultural state that embraces the unique characteristics of aerospace power—range, speed, flexibility and precision—to meet the national security challenges of the 21st century.  The concept has two fundamental principles:  first, to provide trained and ready aerospace forces for national defense, and second, to meet national commitments through a structured approach which enhances Total Force readiness and sustainment.


In the 2006 Summer Training Program, approximately 100 cadets will experience the AEF concept as they deploy to various locations in Southwest Asia (SWA).  This is the second year cadets have had the opportunity to deploy.


10th Mission Support Group Logistics Readiness Division and Mission Support Squadron began working with the Commandant of Cadets in January 2006 to identify requirements and prepare cadets for deployment.  These actions began with the basics like issuing proper desert camouflage uniforms and dog tags.  Preparation continued through development of deployment information folders; a required item for active duty personnel and culminated with a deployment readiness exercise under the watchful eye of the USAFA Inspector General.

	Baughman Honored By Colorado Chapter Of National Wrestling Hall of Fame

USAFA, Colo. - Air Force wrestling coach Wayne Baughman was one of five national award winners at the eighth-annual Hall of Fame Honors Banquet, held Sunday night at the United States Air Force Academy Officers’ Club. Baughman was honored with the state’s Distinguished American Award, while four others were given the Lifetime Service to Wrestling Award. 
Baughman, who will retire as the Falcons’ head coach this year, has been coaching at the Academy for 27 years and has compiled a 183-134-4 dual meet record. Baughman, who obtained his bachelor's degree from the University of Oklahoma and master's degrees from both the University of Denver and the University of Colorado, first served as head coach from 1975-1984 while he was on active duty in the Air Force. He took over the program as a civilian in 1988 and overall, has had 17 winning seasons. He coached 13 of the Academy’s 16 WAC champions and has sent numerous qualifiers to the NCAA Championships, including a trio of All-Americans in 2002.

An NCAA champion and two-time runner-up while a wrestler at the University of Oklahoma, Baughman has been a member of three Olympic teams, eight World Championship teams and one Pan American Games team. In addition, he coached in both the 1976 and 1980 Olympics, as well as five World Championship teams and a Pan American Games team. An avid ultra-runner, triathlete and mountain climber, Baughman has finished the Ironman Triathlon, the Pikes Peak Marathon, the Leadville Trail 100-mile Run and the Hardscramble Pass 100-mile Bike Race, while also climbing all 54 mountain over 14,000 feet.

The Wrestling Team had one senior recently named to the NWCA’s 2005-06 All-Academic Team.  In addition the rest of the Falcon squad was honored as having one of the top-30 team GPAs. Air Force ranked tied with Rider for 18th place on the list with a combined GPA of 2.925.
Men’s Tennis Player was recently named MWC player of the year and a senior on the Women’s Tennis Team was named to the All-MWC team.

Two standout AFA athletes received conference athlete of the weeks honors this month; one Track and Field Athlete and one Men’s Lacrosse.
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
